Sie Kofi Kanyanko Katoo, Banda-Ahenkro?

When the Nafana were living in Kakala, a quarrel broke out between the Nafana and the Jimini
people, with the result that some of the Nafana resolved to leave Kakala. Some of the people,
however, stayed behind to live among the Jimini. Sometime later the family that had stayed
behind found that they could no longer live with the Jimini and they too resolved to leave. Upon
leaving, one of their sisters got lost, which prolonged their journey. They traveled through
Kulango territory and came to this place via Nsawkaw. Finally, they came to this area and found
their sister living with the Nafanas among the Nyawaa family. After a time, the members of this
house found that the Nyawaa Katoo wanted to treat them like slaves, so they established their
own house under the headship of Sie Kofi Kanyanko. Nana Pehzoo was the Chief when the
family came to the Banda area.

The man Tombo followed Sie Dongi, head of the Royal House, closely during the war in which
Sie Dongi was killed. Tombo guarded the body of the dead chief until the Nafanas could come
and take him away.
